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Are you a Racer? Do you know that, as part of your membership agreement with WSC, you are re-
quired to have insurance that covers you for racing which includes liability?

A recent experience with a new member has made me think that some of you may be unaware that
you do not have proper coverage. If your boat is insured as a rider on your house insurance and
unless it specifically states that you are covered for racing, you likely do not have adequate cover-
age.

Please check your policy and/or call your broker. Each year you sign the membership form which
states that you have adequate liability insurance.

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On a more serious note ......

Over the last month I've heard about several “close call” inci-
dents of water safety with our club members. In one case, our
members rescued a member of the public who fell off his boat
and was seen trolling down the lake, beside his boat, holding
onto a line. He could not pull himself back into the boat. He was
alone, had no life jacket or wet suit and was severally hypother-
mic.

In another case, on a club member’s boat, a mast fell down in a

gust and one crew member fell overboard and became sepa-
rated from the boat. She spent over 90 minutes in the water while the other members “ jury
rigged “ the boat to get to shore. Finally then they were able to go out and rescue her.
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And last weekend we held the fourth race of the Dick Harper Ancient Mariner’s regatta witha -
very large thunderstorm rolling down the lake. In hindsight it was probably a mistake as a <
number of boats got caught on the lake and had considerable difficulty getting in safely. The :
storm proved to be particularly nasty with very high winds, lightning and twenty minutes of <]
marble sized hail which turned the entire club grounds into a winter scene. | actually watched =,
three water spouts spiral across the water just a 100 metres behind one member’s catamaran. :
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Safety experts will tell you that statistics can prove that with continued “close call” incidents, it's
only a matter of time before a serious injury or death will occur. Please, before you go out for a
day sail and before every race, check the weather all around you. Do not go out if you see a
storm approaching. If you are the Officer of the Day, it is your responsibility to cancel races
immediately if you see lightning. A typical lightning strike is 2 million volts and 20,000 amps.
Think about it.

Our Hagen-Visman trophy is actually a memorial to two past members who did drown. One
occurred on our lake while boating and one occurred at Lake Minnewanka while scuba diving.

The entire club executive has expressed concerns about the quality of our water safety. | trust
we can have your support on this topic.
