2010 Mid-Summer Sailing International Double-Header

Come to the second annual SALSA mid-summer event at two good locations for mid-summer wind - Oldman Reservoir & Waterton Lake. 

1. Dam Poker Rally: Saturday July 31 at Oldman Reservoir. Arrive 11:00 am at Island View Campground on northwest side Oldman Reservoir (49 deg 36’ 19”N; 114 deg 02’ 12” W - North of Pincher Creek on Hwy 785 then west on Hwy 510). This is 2 hours from Calgary/5 hours from Edmonton/3.5 hrs from Kalispell. The event will be sailed around natural landmarks in the Crowsnest and Castle arms of the reservoir. 
2. International Peace Park Regatta: Sunday August 1 at Waterton Lake. This is a 45 min. drive south of Oldman reservoir. Four races will be held, as follows:

1) At 10:00am a Monte Carlo beach start from the Waterton Townsite Campground, finishing 5 km south at the Canada/USA border, followed by first lunch break at boundary dock.  
2) A southward timed start on the Canada/USA border line, with the finish in front of the US National Parks Service Goat Haunt Ranger Station. 
3) A rabbit start at Goat Haunt with the finish at the Canada/USA Border line, followed by second lunch break on boundary dock.
4) A northward timed start on the Canada/USA Border line with the finish in Wateron Townsite Harbour.  
These are “no-host” events. In other words, all logistics such as food, accommodation and transportation are the responsibility of participating sailors. They are like to old “bush regattas”. The venues can have strong winds and large waves with cool mountain water even though it is mid-summer (bring a wetsuit). On-water support may not be available so sailors should be competent, fit, capable of self-rescue, and ready for adventure!
