Principles:

1) Learning. 

2) Safety.  

3) Sportsmanship. 

Function: 

1) Professionally managed races. Included in regatta Notice of Race and separate Sailing Instructions. 

2) Separate race courses.  Different configurations for each regatta

3) Series includes five different clubs to encourage local sailors to join in.

4) ASA coaching to help new sailors improve their skills. Off water explanation of sailing rules, courses, boat handling and strategy. Briefing and debriefing.  On water coaching as appropriate.

5) Safety: Courses will be close as possible to sailing clubs.  Safety first on the race course: collision avoidance, safety support on water.

Scoring:   The High Point Scoring System will be used.  Points will be calculated by reversing the placings. The series standing will be based on the best four of six regattas (two drop regattas). The highest point to total after the 6 regattas will win the series.
For example in a seven boat regatta the points would be awarded as follows:
